• Electronic permits: Ensure you keep a copy of your electronic permit on 

your phone. Suggest saving it in gallery for easy access or simply print the 
permit out. 

• Automatic gate reminders:   
- Access time is from 6am - 6pm 
- Approach gate at 10km/h  
- Expired vehicle WOF & registrations will be denied access  

• Entry point changes: Entry points are Goudies, Tiriti, High Level, 
Murupara Log Yard and Bonisch Rd.  

• Day/Night Hi Viz must be worn at all times: For the safety of you and 
your whanau, please ensure you are wearing your reflective day/night hi viz 
as soon as you enter the forest.  If you are not wearing day/night reflective 
hi viz, you may be escorted out, and your permit may be revoked.
